I live the premises of the business that is applying for the licence and will be  affected by this 

application. I would therefore like to object, but I would like to make it clear that this is based on the principle 

of licencing businesses in the area and not an objection against the business owners themselves. In the past 

the Bourne’s Fishmongers have hosted ad hoc ‘pop up’ events selling sparkling wine and oysters at special 

festivities such as the turning on of the Highbury Christmas lights and Valentine ’s Day. In my view these 

temporary events were a success for the Highbury community as they were the exception, not the rule. Unlike 

Upper Street, Highbury Barn is residential and quiet in nature and I believe that should this application be 

granted, it will likely irreversibly change its character and our local community.  

In terms of the licencing objectives I would like to raise the following concerns: 

1) Bourne’s Fishmongers is a relatively small premise as they currently only occupy half of the available

commercial space. During the temporary event last Christmas, patrons spilled out of the shop and this

is likely to happen again on popular evenings. As mentioned before this was OK as a one off event,

but is highly undesirable should it become the norm.

2) My children are typically asleep when the majority of the commercial premises in the area close

(20:00) and there are multiple other families living in the vicinity. The current licencing request is until

23:00. This is likely to generate

- Noise from customers leaving

- Disorder and noise in the street at closing time

- Loud music and dancing

We cannot currently open our rear facing windows due to the fan noise from the commercial 

properties surrounding us. Any noise coming from the street would then prevent us from also 

opening our forward facing windows 

3) The Highbury Barn Pub is opposite us and is currently licenced. I feel it directly contributes to the

following issues on the street. Licencing further businesses in the area is only likely to exacerbate the

issue.

- Loud arguments and fighting outside the pub late at night (This is a regular occurrence, but on

match days it is even worse. It is so bad the pub now employ bouncers and the police are

regularly called)

- Empty bottles on the surrounding pavement and in front of our door

- Vomit on the surrounding pavement

- When the pub closes we have had instances of drunk men ringing our bell asking for the ‘Thai

Massage’ which is next door but typically closed by that time.

In summary I believe granting this licence and any others in the area of Highbury Barn, will contribute the 

cumulative impact to our local community. If you have any questions or comments please do not hesitate to

I'm writing in response to an application under reference WK/190008651 re Bourne's 
Fishmongers, Ground Floor, 13 Highbury Park, London, N5 1QJ. 

I strongly object to the application under 'The prevention of public nuisance' licencing objective 
due to the following reasons: 

- I live  above the commercial property that's made this application. As it stands, music
can be heard  during current opening hours. This is not an issue at this
point in time given I'm at work during 4 of the 6 days the property operates. However, if the
premises were to remain open until 23:00, the noise generated from music and patrons would be
less than desirable. I believe this noise pollution would also extend beyond my property to the
front of the commercial property onto Highbury Park. Such noise pollution already exists during
(and up to an hour after) operating hours of The Highbury Barn pub and I believe if this
application were to be approved it would add to this issue.

- The increased opportunity for patrons to consume alcohol in the Highbury Barn area that
approval of this application will generate is also a concern. There is already a level of drunk and
disorderly behaviour in the area as a result of the patrons from The Highbury Barn pub which can
be heard and seen during and post operating hours including yelling, arguments and unwell
patrons due to intoxication. I believe an additional establishment serving alcohol will add to this
behavior and adversely affect the overall character of the Highbury Barn area.

Please take this as formal notice of my objection to the licence application above.

Suggested conditions of approval consistent with the operating schedule 

Conditions agreed with the Metropolitan Police. 

1. In the event that crime or serious disorder is, or appears to have been, committed on the
premises, the management will immediately ensure that:

a. The police and, where appropriate, the London Ambulance Service, are called
immediately;

b. As far as is safe and reasonable practicable, all measures will be taken to apprehend
any identified suspects pending the arrival of the police;

c. As far as is safe and reasonable practicable, all measures will be taken to preserve any
identified crime scene pending the arrival of the police; ad

d. Any and all appropriate measures are taken to fully protect the safety of all persons
present on the premises at all times during operating hours.

2. An incident log shall be kept at the premises, and made available on request to the police or
an authorised officer, which will record:

a. Any and all allegations of crime or disorder reported at the venue;

b. Any and all complaints received by any party;

c. Any faults in the CCTV system;

d. Any visit by a relevant authority or emergency service;

e. Any and all ejections of patrons;

f. Any and all seizures of drugs or offensive weapons; and

g. Any refusal of the sale of alcohol.

3. CCTV shall be installed, operated, and maintained, to function all times that the premises is
open for licensable activities. Said CCTV will comply with the following criteria:

a. The licensee will ensure that the system is checked every two weeks to ensure that the
system is working properly and that the date and time are correct;

b. A record of these checks, showing the date and name of the person checking, will be
kept and made available to the police or other authorised officer on request;

c. The Police will be informed if the system will not be operating for longer than one day
of business for any reason;

d. One camera will show a close-up of the entrance to the premises, to capture a clear,
full length image of anyone entering;

e. The system will provide full coverage of the interior of the premises and any exterior
part of the premises accessible to the public;

f. The system will record in real time and recordings will be date and time stamped;

g. At all times during operating hours, there will be at least 1 member of staff on the
premises who can operate the system sufficiently to allow Police or authorised Council
officers to view footage on request;and

h. Recordings will be kept for a minimum of 31 days and downloaded footage will be
provided free of charge to the police or other authorised officers on request (subject to
the Data Protection Act 1998) within 24 hours of any request.

4. The premises shall be used primarily as a fishmongers and the sale of alcohol shall be ancillary
to this use.

Conditions agreed with the Council’s Noise Service. 

5. Noise or vibration must not emanate from the premises so as to cause a nuisance to nearby
properties.

6. Prominent, clear and legible notices must be displayed at the exit requesting that customers
respect the needs of local residents and to leave the premises and the area quietly.

7. Music shall be restricted to ambient background levels of sound.

8. In the event of a noise/nuisance complaint substantiated by an authorised officer, the licensee
shall take appropriate measures in order to prevent any recurrence.

9. Alcohol shall not be served or supplied on the premises other than to persons attending for
seafood.

10. A limited range of alcohol shall be available such as premium beers and wines that are
compatible with seafood.

11. Alcohol shall not be sold or supplied on the premises apart from to persons purchasing food
and for consumption as ancillary to his/her food.

12. The maximum occupancy of customers at any one time shall be limited to 20 persons.

13. Except for access and egress all windows and doors shall be kept closed

14. The last sale of alcohol shall be 30 minutes before the stated closing time.

15. There shall be no bottling out after 23:00

16. There shall be no access or use of the rear garden area permitted by this licence

17. Off sales shall be limited to unopened or re-sealed bottles of champagne or wine for
customers to take home.

18. There shall be no drinking outside the premises at any time.

Conditions proposed by the Council’s Trading Standards Service 

19. The licensee shall adopt a ‘Challenge 25’ policy and promote it through the prominent display
of posters.

20. The licensee shall put arrangements in place to ensure that before serving alcohol to persons
they believe to be less than 25, staff ask to see accredited proof of age: that is, proof of age
cards carrying the ‘PASS’ logo (and no others), a Passport, or UK Driving Licence bearing the
photograph and date of birth of the bearer.

21. The licensee shall ensure that staff are trained about age restricted products and ensure that
they sign to confirm that they have understood the training. The licensee shall keep records of
training and instructions given to staff, detailing the areas covered, and make them available
for inspection upon request by the licensing team, police or trading standards.

22. The licensee shall require staff to note any refusals to sell to young people in a refusals log.
The refusals log shall be made available for inspection upon request by the licensing team,
police or trading standards.
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
